Protection and Empowerment Associate, she assists in the implementation of
SV@Home’s approach to tenant protections, affordable housing preservation, and
comprehensive anti‐displacement policy solutions, all undertaken in an equity
framework.

Prior to joining SV@Home, she worked at a political consulting firm, where she
staffed campaigns for Congresswoman Anna Eshoo and Close the Gap California,
an initiative to recruit progressive women to the State Legislature.

Museum of Innovation in Downtown San Jose. Outside of work, she served on the
Santa Clara County Democratic Central Committee as a delegate in AD 23.
